Hincapie will be in Ontario to ride the 

Tour de Bleu, an exclusive charity 

event in the Lake Muskoka area 

August 6–8. The Tour de Bleu is a 

three-day jaunt reserved for 35 riders 

and features a gourmet chef, lavish 

accommodations and some stun-

ning scenery. After arriving Friday, 

there’s a ride scheduled Saturday, 

followed by a night of gourmet dining, 

wine and networking and, as the 

organizers say, “You might want to 

discuss ride strategy with George.” 

To take part, you need only raise a 

minimum of $10,000 in pledges for 

the William Osler Cardiac Centre in 

Brampton. This year is the fifth for the 

charity tour. Peter Gilgan, president 

and CEO of Mattamy Homes Limited 

– and a passionate cyclist – founded 

the ride, which has raised nearly $2 

million to date and is expected to add 

another $500,000 to charity this year. 

Hincapie got involved after a mutual 

friend of both recruited the five-

time Olympian. Saturday features a 

century ride and Sunday rides range 

from 100 to 220 km.–Charles Mandel
